4. Thereafter, the Scheme and Syllabus was placed before the Academic Council for consideration.

s.The xxvlll t h meeting of Academic council. vide paper read (5), approved the syltabi of the
FYUGP in principle and permitted to publish the same, as and when ready, after making the
necessary modifications.

6.The Minutes of the Academic Council was approved by the Vice Chancellor.
T However, on verification of the Syllabus of Courses of Arabic with the approved Regulations,
certain errors were notjced in the Mark distribution pattern and the matter was intimated the
Chairperson, BoS, Arabic (UG) for necessary action.

8. Accordingly, the Bos in Arabic ( UG) hetd on 1ot1zt2oz4 vide paper read (6) considered the
matter and subsequently, the Chairperson forwarded lhe defect-rectified Scheme and Syllabus of
the first Semester Arabic Courses for approval.

9.The Vice Chancellor, after considering the matter in detail and in exercise of the powers of the
Academic council, conferred under the section I'l ('l ) chapter lll of Kannur university Act, 1996
and all other enabling provisions read togethet wilh, approved the Modilied scheme and
syllabus of the First sernesfe/ courses of Arabic, prepared in FyuGp pattern and accorded
sanction to implement the same w.e.f. the 2024 admission in Affiliated Col/eges under the
University, subject to reporting to the Academic Council.
