4.The Department council held on 20.06.2023 vide paper read 3 above approved the revised
Regulation, Scheme & Syllabus of B.A.LL.B programme to be implemented in the Dept.of LaW
school of Legal studies, Dr. Janaki Ammal campus, palayad, Thalssery w.e.f. 2023 admission.
4. The revised Regulation, scheme and syllabus of BA LL.B. Five year lntegrated programme was
submitted by the Head, school of Legal Studies, vide read(4) above, for implementation w.e.t.2023
admission.

5. The Vice Chancellor after considering the mafter in detail, and in exercise of the powers of Ihe
Academic council conferred under section u(1), chapter lll of Kannur university Act 1996,
accorded sanction to implement the Regulations, Schenre and Syllabus for BA LL.B, Five
Year lntegrated Programme w.e.f. 2023 admission subiect to repoft to the Academic
council.

The Bar Council of India. at its meeting held on Septernber 14. 2008. vide resolution No.

I l0/2008. has franred/revised the Rules of Legal Education and has directed all

universilies and colleges imparting legal education in lndia to revise the syllabus in

accordance rvith the rules framed by it. The progranrme regulations for the BA LL.B.

(rv.e.f.2023 admissions) are fianred in accordance with the above regulations and Kannur

University nonrs.

2. Title and Commencement of the Programme

at The BA LL.B. Five-Year lntegrated Progranrnre under lhe Choice-Based Credit Sernester

System. shall be a regular progranrme ol study for a minimum period of l0 semesters in

five years after plus two.

b) The progranrme regulations for the BA LL.B. Five-Year Integrated Progranrme under the

Choice-Based Credit semester System shall come irlto ef-fect from 2023 admission

onuards.

c) The programme shall be of a double degree integrated prograrnme comprising B.A

(Joumalism with English) and LL. B degrees.

d) The programme of study shall be in regular attendance with the requisite nunlber ol

lectures, Iutorials. and practical courses.

e) The nredium of instruction shall be Englislt

0 Number ofseats: The number of students to be admitted each year shall be decided and

notified by Kannur University from time to time.

g1 Credit: A unit by \\'rrich the course work is measured. It determines the number of hours

of instructions required per week. One credit is equivalent to one hour of teaching

( lecture or tutorial).

h) "Regular Course of Stud-\"' means and includes a course which runs for at least five

hours a day continuously with an additional halfan hour recess every day and running not

Iess than thirty hours ol'working schedule per week mandated by the Bar Council ollndia

Educational Rules. 2023.

3. Eligibility:

3.1. Minimum qualification for adntission: A candidate who seeks admission to

the programme shall have passed plus two examinations with the prcscribed
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percentage of marks (including languages) at the time of adnrission. The candidate

should have secured a nrinintunr ol457o nrarks for the plus tuo examinations. The

relaxation in pass percentage nrarks for candidates belorrging to SC/ST communilies

ri,ill be 40%.

3.2. Age Linrit: Nlaxinturr age lbr scekin,q adnrission to rhe BA [_l-.8. Five-Year

lntesr"ted Prograntrlc is 20 years ol'aqe (rela\ation of t$o Years in case ol- SC- ST'.

and Other Backuarcl Conintunities) os on the date oladnrission notillcation.

{. Prrrcrlure for selection:

4.lAdmission to the course slrall be made front the rank Iist prepared by the

University on the basis of the scorc obtained by the candidate in tlre Common

Admission Test conducted by the University annually.

4.2 In making selection fbr admission. rhe pattem of reservation pr-escribed by the

University shall be tbllorved.

5. Fee strueture

A student shall pay the fees prescribed by the University from time to time.

6. Curriculum:

The BA LL.B. Five Year lntegrated Programnre curriculunt shall consist of 24

conrpulsory courses in Joumalisnr and English.25 compulsory cources in Larv, including

cli:rical courses. and 6 elective courses in law. Six elective courses shall be chosen either

rl,lrolly from a particular group or frorl various groups such as Constitutional Law.

Business Larv. Latv and Agriculture. Intellectual Property Law. and such other groups

introduced by the University/Bar Council fronr time lo rime depending upon the

availability of infiash'uctural flcilities. The students shall also undergo a compulsory

internship prescribed by the Bar Council of lndia and an external viva-voce inten,iew for

the conrpletion of tlre progranrnre. All courses carry live credils each except progmlnme

viva-voce and progrartrrne internship r,,4rich carr.ies onlv t$,o cr.edits. 'Iotal credits ()1'the

B.A.LL. B are 279 credits.

A candidate nray avail condonation

trvice during the course.

2. A candidate who has officially represented the University / department/College /State

,4.lation in Sports. NCC. NSS. Cultural Programme. Moot Court Competition. Legal Aid.

Lok Adalat. involved in preparation of Public Interest Litigation. or any other activities

relating to the curriculunr shall be exenrpted frorn attendance requirement to the extent of

the days of such participation, u'hich shall not exceed l5 days per semester. Dean/ Head

of Thc Departnrent shall have the authority to consider the supporting documents

produced in this respect

3. Ila student is absent continuously tbr a period of l5 days he will be removed fiom roll

\\,ithout any notice.



10. Examination:

There shall be a University exantination at the end of each semester. Candidates

having aftendance not less rhan 70yo in each paper and 75 o/o in aggregate shall alorre

be admitted to the end semesler exarnination. Mark for aftendance w.ill be au,arded

lor altendance above 80o% on pro rata basis. Criteria for condonation of shortage of
attendance will be decided by Kannur University through its orders from tirne to time.

For each Course carrying 100 marks. ;10% shall be set apart lor Continuous

Evaluation (CE) and 607o rnarks fbr the End Semester Exanrinations (ESE). CE shall

be rnade on the basis oloverall perfornrance during the senlester such as regularity

of Attendance. Preparation and Presentation of Assignnrents and Writing. Test paper

Scoring and Class Room Participation etc. The schenre for intemal evaluation shall

nrandatorily include altendance. writing and test paper, CE shall also include

assisnrrent/debate and viva,/CD/seminar vvhichever is decided by the Depanrnent

Council based on university rules and Bar Council of lndia regulations fron] time to

tirre.

Tlre perfonnance in pmctical training courses shall be assessed intemally.

Only those candidates u4to have registered for the examination (ESE) in a

semester shall be entitled to pursue the studies for the ne\t setrester ofthe course.

Each registered student shall have completed an lnternship of ntininrum of 20 ueeks

during tl.re entire period of legal studies under NGO. Trial and Appellate Advocates.

Judiciary. Legal Regulatory authorities. Legislatures and parliarrrent. Other Legal

Functionaries. Market Institutions. Law Finrs" Conrpanies. Local Self Covemment

and other such bodies as the Universitl, shall stipulate. provided that internship in

any year cannol be for a continuous period of more than Four Weeks. Every

student needs to ntaintain an authorized intemship diary for the entire per.iod of
study reponing the internship u,ork done. 2 Credits are given for Intemship.

There shall be a Viva-Voce at the end oftenth senrester examinatiolt u,hich rnay cover

all tlre courses taught for the u4role progmllxlre. The viva board shall consi$ of the

Chainlan and ttvo examiners. at least one of r'",honr shall be an external exanrinel. 2

Credits are given lor Viva-Voce

lntenral improvement. Re-adrrission and validitl, of resislratioll to complete the

progmnrme uill be as pcl university r.ules.

lntroduction to the course: General Principles olLaws is an introductory course to the study of
lau,ollbred in the first year of BA (ENGLISH WITH JOURNALISM) LL.B so as to ensure thar

the students have a strong foundation for the understanding. analysing law and its various

nuances. Unlike other courses that would follorv in the subsequent sernesters this course does not

pertain to the study of any particular law. However. it is concemed to searclt for means and

methods to widen and deepen the legal leaming. lt ra,ill acquaint the students with the basic tools

necessary f,or the study. research and practice of law. The province of the course therefore is

constituted by concepts. ideas, principles and methods. The course is titled "General Principles

of Law" as it primarily pertains to the n.lethods prevalent rvithin the legal don.rain whether

pertaining to the nraking of law, finding the law-. application of lau,. Iogic and reasoning applied

in the legal dornain or methods in the field olstudy of law.

Course Oveniew:

The course outline has four modules. The first rrodule is on "lnlroduction to Law and Legal

Systenrs". The second module is on." lntroduction to Indian Judicial Systenr". The third Module

is on. "Reading and Arralyses of law" and the fourth module is on. "Legal Research and vvriting"

The first modules consist ofthree parts. The first part deals with nature and functions of law. The

second pafi of first module deals u'ith the kinds of Iaw and the kinds of legal systerrr. It aims to

acquaint students with the various kinds of larvs like civil law. criminal lau,. admirristmtive lau,

etc and various kinds ol legal systerns like civil larv systerrr, criminal law systenr etc. The third

parl of tl.re first nrodule deals with interface ol law 'u,'ith justice. It is essential to understand the

relationship between law and justice for holistic understanding olconcept and arnbit of law. This

part discusses topics like concept ofjustice. institutions. coercion and legitirlacy. understanding

the connection o1'larv rvith.lustice. As nrentioned above that the second module ofthe course is

on lndian Judicial Systenr.'fhis module basically consists ofthree main conlponents i.e. types ol

.iustice delivery systenls. methods of dispute resolutions and challenges of justice delivery

systern. In lndia. ue follorv adversarial s1,51sm of dispute resolution and lor the beller

understanding of adversarial systenl . it is essential to understand its counterpart system i.e.

inquisitorial systenr. So this nrodule also intends to provide insight to inquisitorial system along

rvith adversarial systenr of dispute resolution. AIier acquainting students u,ith the judicial

syslems, this nrodule proceeds to help students in understanding of various methods of dispute

resolution which includes topics like the structure of the courts- composition of coults, t1'pe of

coufts like civil courts. criminal coults. tribunals etc.. types ol'juslice delivery systenr like fbrrnal

.lustice delivery system. infonnal justice delivery systern. role of altenrate dispute resolution in

pfomoting justice. After teaching methods ofdispute resolution. this nrodule proposes to discuss

the challen-qes of Indian Judicial Systern and critically analyse thenr tbr way foruard. The third

nrodule of the course outline aims to train students in reading. interpretalion and analyses of

statues and case lau,s. For training students in reading. interpretation and analyses of statues-

various rule of interpretations like literal rule. golden rule. mischief rile etc will be discussed. To

tmin studeuts in leading. analysing and interpretation ofcase laws. topics Iike stare decisis. obiter

dicta and ratio decidendi will be discussed. For enhancing the practical understanding ofreading

and analysing statues and caselaw. practical exercise rvill bend case laws to analyse thern by

applying lhe rule already discussed in class. Constant lbedback will funher refine the

understanding of the students. The tbunh module of the course. is on "l-egal Research and

\\rri(ing". It consists of two parts. First pan deals with training students in basic research

nrethodology by covering topics like meaning of research- nrethods ol research. u'riling

statenrent of problenr. ob.jecrive, hypothesis. nrethods of sampling and data collection. This part

rvill be discussed through practical exercises where students will leanr the basic of resealch

nlethodology by doing it. Second pan of this module deals rvith the "Legal Research and
